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Making a digital sticker is quick and easy. 
Open a new transparent canvas at 1200px x 1200px (4inchx 4inch) at 300ppi 

 
Choose Effects> Paint Brush> Freehand 

 
Select Black with the color, make the size about 9 and the choose Customize Brush Settings and make 
sure you select the hard edged circular brush 



      
Using a graphic tablet and pen will give you better results than with a mouse. Draw your doodle which 
may be a simple or complicated as you like.  
Click Done when you are happy with the image. 

 
Choose Insert > Shape> Square then Format> Resize to fit canvas. Remove the line and drag the square 
behind the doodle. 
Flatten the two pieces together. (Edit> Flatten All Objects) 
Select the Magic wand Tool and with Contiguous chosen on the selection tool palette, click on the area 
outside of the doodle to delete. 



 
Now select the Magic wand tool again and click inside the flower center – Contiguous should still be 
selected 

 
Go to Effects> Fill with Texture or Color and choose a color to fill the center piece. Click done 

 



With the magic wand still selected choose the flower petal area and again choose Effects> Fill with 
Texture or Color and select a color, click done then click the Object area on selection tool bar and 
anywhere on the canvas to get rid of the marching ants. 

 
You now have a simple doodle. 
To create the sticker look, you may first need to add a square of contrasting color underneath so it will be 
visible when you add it. Choose Insert > Shape> Square then Format> Resize to fit canvas. Remove the 
line and drag the square behind the doodle, and fill with a color using the paint bucket icon. 

 
With the colored doodle selected, choose  Effects> Edges> Highlighted 



 
Choose Thick Under and the Customize the Edge 

 
Select White as the color, change the brush to hard edges circle and then adjust the size of the edge as 
desired. Click Done to apply, then Done again to confirm. 



 
Add a shadow to your sticker and add it to your layout! 

 
 
TIP 
*  You can apply the sticker look to purchased images/doodles also.
